Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that Rajasthan is a state where the
glory of ancient India is visible in the country’s valour, prosperity and
culture. Addressing the gathering in Jodhpur , the Prime Minister said,the
it is important that Rajasthan, which represents India’s past glory should
represent India's future as well. He said this will happen only when, the
entire state scale new heights of development . The Prime Minister said
Central Government is working for the development of rail and road
infrastructure in Rajasthan as well as for rapid development in every sector
He informed that this year about 9500 crore rupees budget has been
allocated for railways in Rajasthan which is a 14-fold increase over the
average budget of previous governments.

- Khambli Ghat today, and the Vande Bharat
Express a few days ago. He also touched upon laying the foundation stone
for 3 road projects today as well as the development of New Terminal
Building at Jodhpur Airport. Shri Modi underlined that the projects of today
will give impetus to strengthen the regional economy as well as create new
employment opportunities, while also giving new energy to the tourism
sector in the state.

The Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi laid the foundation stone and
dedicated to the nation, multiple projects in sectors like road, rail, aviation,
health and higher education worth about 5000 crore rupees in Jodhpur,
Rajasthan . The projects include laying the foundation stone for a 350-bed
Trauma Centre and Critical Care Hospital Block at AIIMS, Jodhpur, 7 Critical

UAE VISIT PIYUSH GOYAL

Piyush Goyal, Minister of Commerce and Industry, Consumer Affairs,
Food and Public Distribution, and Textiles, is on a two day visit to the
United Arab Emirates. This is his third visit to the UAE as Minister of
Commerce and Industry in the last 2 years, highlighting the importance
that India attaches to its economic and commercial partnership with the
UAE. On the first day of his visit, the minister co-chaired the 11th meeting
of the India-UAE High-level Task Force on Investments (HLTFI) with
Sheikh Hamed bin Zayed Al Nahyan, the Managing Director of Abu Dhabi
Investment Authority (ADIA). The Task Force was established in 2013 to
promote trade, investment and economic ties between India and the UAE.
During the HLTFI meeting, the two leaders reviewed the existing bilateral
investments by companies from both countries investing into the UAE and
India and also explored bilateral investments in a number of key sectors
with the potential for future joint trade and investment cooperation. These
included infrastructure, energy, food security, green hydrogen and
renewable energy, semiconductors, healthcare and startups. New initiatives
like the India-UAE Start-Up Bridge and Abu Dhabi - India Virtual Trade
Corridor were also considered. The two leaders also witnessed the signing
of a strategic partnership agreement between National Payments
Corporation of India (NPCI) and Al Etihad Payments, a subsidiary of the
Central Bank of the UAE. The partnership agreement, which aims to
develop a National Card scheme for the UAE modelled on India’s RuPay
card, further strengthens India’s position as a global leader in digital
financial infrastructure.
BJP MEET-NADDA

BJP National President JP Nadda held the meeting of the party's state
legislative and core committee in Patna this evening. Sources said the BIP
President discussed political developments in the state and other



organizational issues. During the meeting Mr. Nadda, emphasized that the
party and its leaders should have better connect with the public. Mr. Nadda
was on a day-long visit to Bihar today, where he participated in different
organizational activities. Earlier Mr. Nadda participated in 100th birth
anniversary of BJP founder leader Kailash Pati Mishra. Addressing the
function at Patna Mr. Nadda claimed BJP led NDA will form its own
government in Bihar in the 2025 assembly elections. He also said that in
the upcoming Lok Sabha election party will win a majority of seats in the
state.

PAKISTAN-IMRAN

In Pakistan, former Prime Minister and chairman of Pakistan Tehreek-
e-Insaf Imran Khan approached the Islamabad High Court (IHC) seeking
suspension of the trial court verdict against him in the Toshakhana case.
Khan appealed that the order be suspended or stayed till the final decision
of the appeal. The plea also sought permission to make the state a
respondent in the memo of appeal. The move comes more than a month
after the IHC had suspended Imran Khan’s three-year sentence in the
Toshakhana case. On the 5th of August, a trial court in Islamabad had
found Khan guilty of corrupt practices in a case pertaining to concealing
details of state gifts and had sentenced him to three years in prison. After
his sentence in the Toshakhana case was suspended by the high court, the



government had detained Imran Khan in the cipher case. He has since
remained behind bars on judicial remand, which has been extended until
the 10th of October.
