REV NT. ISRAEL-HAMAS

Israel's death toll in the ongoing conflict with Hamas has crossed 700
and the number of injured has crossed 2,100. The death toll is expected to
rise as some areas are yet to be cleared of Hamas attackers and battles
are still ongoing. The authorities also confirmed today that Hamas, has
taken at least 100 Israelis as hostages. Even as the second day of the
Israel-Hamas fighting is about to conclude, the Hamas attackers have not
been cleared in totality from Israel. The fighting still continues between the
Hamas and Israeli security personnel at multiple locations. Even though
Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu has said that the country would
impose unprecedented costs on Hamas and there have been expectations
of a massive ground offensive into Hamas-controlled Gaza, which is also
home to other designated terrorist organisations like the Palestinian Islamic
Jihad (PI1J), no such operation has so far been begun and Israel is only
carrying out airstrikes in Gaza.



Meanwhile, the United States will provide ammunitions and
equipment to Israel and boost American forces in the Middle East in
response to the attacks by Palestinian militant group Hamas, the Pentagon
said today. US Defense Secretary Lloyd Austin in a statement said that the
United States government will be rapidly providing the Israel Defense
Forces with additional equipment and resources, including munitions. The
US defense chief also said he had directed the USS Gerald R. Ford, an
aircraft carrier, and it's accompanying warships to the eastern
Mediterranean, and that Washington was augmenting fighter aircraft
squadrons in the region. Yesterday, US Defense Secretary Lloyd Austin
spoke with Israeli Minister of Defense Yoav Gallant to convey his
condolences.

REV. FLIGHT CANCELLED

Air India has cancelled its flights to and from Tel Aviv till 14th of
October. In a social media post the airline said today that its flights to and
from Tel Aviv will remain suspended till Saturday for the safety of
passengers and crew. The airline also said that it will extend all
possible support to passengers who have confirmed bookings on
any flight during this period. Israel came under attack by Hamas
militants yesterday and since then both sides are engaged in fighting in
which scores of people have been killed.

RAJNATH VISIT

Raksha Mantri Rajnath Singh will be on a four day visit to Italy and
France from today. During the first leg of his two-nation visit, the Raksha
Mantri is scheduled to meet Italian Defence Minister Guido Crosetto in
Rome. The relationship between India and Italy were elevated to Strategic
Partnership in March 2023 during the visit of the Italian Prime Minister to
India. During the second and final leg, Mr. Rajnath Singh will conduct the
5th Annual Defence Dialogue with his counterpart, French Minister of
Armed Forces Mr Sebastien Lecornu in Paris. India and France recently
celebrated 25 years of Strategic Partnership. Both countries enjoy a deep
and wide-ranging bilateral defence relationship, including significant
industrial cooperation. In both Rome and Paris, the Raksha Mantri will also
interact with the defence industry CEOs and senior representatives to
discuss potential opportunities for industrial cooperation.
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REV SIKKIM-FLOOD

In Sikkim, death toll from flash floods has gone up to 33 including 9
Army personnel. According to Sikkim State Disaster Management Authority
(SSDMA) 105 people are still missing. 2563 people have been rescued so
far and around 6847 persons have taken shelter in 28 relief camps. A total
of 1320 houses were severely damaged. Troops of TriShakti Corps of
Indian Army continue to search for the missing soldiers. Out of 23, one
was rescued alive on 4th October, and 8 bodies have been identified till
now. Search for remaining missing Soldiers continues. Troops of TriShakti
Corps are also providing assistance to 1700 tourists stranded in areas of
Lachen, Lachung, Thangu and Chungthang in North Sikkim. Food, medical
aid, communication facility is being provided. With the weather remaining
inclement, Indian Army is making all efforts to keep the Tourists safe till
they are evacuated. The Inter-Ministerial Central Team (IMCT) under
the Ministry of Home, Government of India, is in the state to evaluate
damages caused by natural calamities. SSDMA official confirmed that IMCT
reached Gangtok yesterday Late night.

In Uttarakhand, seven people were killed and 22 others were injured
after a bus carrying 31 passengers fell into a gorge near Mangoli Ghatkad
at Kaladhungi road in Nainital district late tonight. The individuals involved
in the bus accident were school teachers from the Hisar district of Haryana
who were returning from a trip to Nainital. The SDRF team, along with
other rescue units and local police, rescued 25 individuals after an
accident. The injured were taken for treatment at Sushila Tiwari Hospital in
Haldwani.

In ICC Men's World Cup cricket, India beat Australia by six wickets at
MA Chidambaram Stadium in Chennai this evening. Chasing a target of 200
runs set by Australia, India romped home in -41.2 overs. A strong 165 run

While Cirat scored 85, Rahul was unbeaten
at 97. Opting to bat first, Australia were all out at 199 in 49.3 overs. For
India, Ravindra Jadeja took three wickets.

ASIAN GAMES UPDATE - 1758 HRS

The closing ceremony of the 19th Asian Games has begun at
Hanzhou Olympics Stadium in China. Hockey player P. R. Sreejesh
was seen as the flag bearer for India. China's Premier Li Qiang will
also attend the closing ceremony. The glittering ceremony saw more
than 2000 performers put on a dazzling display, celebrating the
love and unity between all the participating countries. More than
12,000 athletes from 45 nations competed in 40 sports at the Games,
which were delayed for a year due to COVID-19. The Indian contingent
won 107 medals- 28 gold, 38silver, and 41 bronze at Hangzhou. In the
previous edition of the Games at Jakarta in 2018, India was only able to
secure 70 medals. This is the first time that the country has crossed the
benchmark of 101 medals in any of the three major Games including the
Olympics, the Commonwealth Games and the Asian Games.
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
