On the occasion of 91st anniversary the Indian Air Force is conducting a
ceremonial parade at Air Force Station Bamrauli and the Air Display over
the Sangam area in the vicinity of the Ordnance Depot Fort in Prayagraj,
Uttar Pradesh today. Governor of UP Anandiben Patel is the chief guest on
the occasion. State industrial development minister Nand Gopal Gupta
“Nandi”, Chief of Air Staff, Air Chief Marshal V R Chaudhari, Chief of
Defence Staff, General Anil Chauhan, the General Officer in Commanding
of Central Air Command, Air Marshal, RGK Kapoor and other dignitaries are
also present on the occasion.

ASIAN GAMES - 0922

At the Hangzhou Asian Games in China, the Indian contingent finished its
campaign by living up to the commitment of “Iss baar 100 paar" with a
record haul of 107 medals comprised of 28 gold, 38 silver, and 41 bronze.
This outstanding feat surpassed India's previous best of 70 medals at the
Jakarta Asian Games in 2018.

This is the second time India has won more than 100 medals in any of
the three major Games - the Olympics, the Commonwealth Games, and the
Asian Games. They had won 101 medals in the 2010 Commonwealth
Games in New Delhi.

Yesterday, On the last day of India's medal action, Indian players won
a total of 12 medals, with half of them being gold in sports events like
kabaddi, badminton, hockey, and archery. Indian athletes and shooters
were the show-stoppers of the Asian Games. Athletic brought India the
most 29 medals. On the other hand, Indian shooters brought a total of 22
medals for the nation.

Today, Indian athletes will be seen at the closing ceremony at 5:30 PM
(IST) in the evening. Indian netminder P. R. Sreejesh will be the flag
bearer for India.



Inter-Ministerial Committee to visit flash flood hit Sikkim to assess
damages & provide assistance

In flash floods hit Sikkim, the death toll rises to 30 including 9 Indian army
personnel. State Disaster Management Authority (SSDMA) confirmed that
81 people are still missing after the glacial-fed Lhonak Lake in North Sikkim
which triggered a flash flood in the Teesta River basin on the 4th of
October.

A total of 1320 houses were severely damaged. Till date, 2563 people have
been rescued. Around 7,025 persons have taken shelter in 30 relief camps.
Due to flash floods in the Teesta River basin, 13 bridges were washed
away.

Yesterday, Minister of State for Home Affairs, Ajay Kumar Mishra chaired a
meeting with Sikkim chief secretary, departments, Army, ITBP, BRO,
NHIDCL and NHPC at Tashiling Secretariat in Gangtok. Addressing the
meeting, Mr. Mishra said that the central government is closely monitoring
the situation in Sikkim and all necessary assistance for the state is being
provided. He said that the Prime Minister and the Union Home Minister are
in constant touch with Sikkim Chief Minister.
He informed that the central government has constituted an inter-ministerial
committee comprising senior officers from five ministries, agriculture, road
transport & highways, Jal Shakti, energy and finance. The committee will
visit Sikkim from today, October 8 to take stock of the ground situation,
assess damages, and provide assistance.

ISRAEL-HAMAS UPDATE-1200

Amid ongoing escalation between Israel and Hamas,
Lebanon’s Hezbollah militant group fired dozens of rockets today
at three Israeli positions in a disputed area along the country’s
border with Syria’s Israeli-occupied Golan Heights. The group said
in a statement that the attack was in solidarity with the
Palestinian people. In response to this, Israel's military fired back
at the Lebanese areas and warned Lebanon's Hezbollah
movement not to get involved in the fighting.

Meanwhile, Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu has
threatened to turn Gaza into a deserted island. He asked its
residents to leave now.



Earlier, the Israel Defence Forces launched Operation Swords of Iron
after the death toll in the Hamas attack rose to more than 300 and 1,500
injured. In response to the deadly attacks, the Israel Defence Forces
launched Operation hitting 17 military compounds and four operational
command centres belonging to Hamas in the Gaza Strip killing more than
230 people. Israeli PM Benjamin Netanyahu strongly attacked Hamas and
declared war. As per reports, the Israeli Mayor, and head of the Sha'ar
Hanegev Regional Council, Ofir Liebstein, was also killed in the deadly
rocket fire. Several Israelis have also been held as hostages in Gaza.

Meanwhile, World leaders have also condemned the ghastly attack
on Israel by Hamas terrorists. Prime Minister Narendra Modi has expressed
solidarity with Israel and said that India's thoughts and prayers are with
the innocent victims and their families. US President Joe Biden said that
there is never any justification for terrorism, adding that Washington
stands firmly with the Government and people of Israel. Biden also held
talks with Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu and affirmed full
support for Israel's right to self-defence. In a statement, UK PM Rishi
Sunak expressed his shock over the attack.

NT. AFGHANISTAN QUAKE

In Afghanistan, at least 120 killed and 1,000 injured after a powerful
earthquake hit the western part of the country near the Iranian border.
The 6.3 magnitude quake struck about 40km from the western city of
Herat at around 11:00 local time. Many buildings were damaged, trapping
people under rubble and there were at least three powerful aftershocks.
The province's disaster management chief Mosa Ashari told reporters that
so far more than 1,000 injured women, children, and elderly citizens have
been injured and about 120 people have lost their lives. Video footage
from Herat Central Hospital showed numerous casualties linked up to
portable intravenous drips being treated on the tarmac outside the main
building.

Herat is located 120km (75 miles) east of the border with Iran and is
considered to be the cultural capital of Afghanistan. An estimated 1.9
million people are believed to be living in the province, according to 2019
World Bank data. Afghanistan is frequently hit by earthquakes - especially
in the Hindu Kush mountain range as it lies near the junction of the
Eurasian and Indian tectonic plates. In June last year, the province of
Paktika was hit by a 5.9 magnitude quake which killed more than 1,000



people and left tens of thousands homeless.<>
