MP-RESERVATION FOR WOMEN  
 
 The Madhya Pradesh government issued a notification for providing 
35 per cent reservation for women in recruitment, barring the forest 
department. 
 The government has introduced an amendment to the Madhya 
Pradesh Civil Services (Special Provision for Appointment of Women) Rules, 
1997 to provide 35 per cent reservation for women in the state. 
 “Notwithstanding anything contained in any service rules, there shall 
be reserved 35 percent of all posts in the service under the state (except 
Forest Department) in favour of women at the stage of direct recruitment 
and the said reservation shall be horizontal and compartment-wise,” the 
notification reads. 
 Chief minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan recently announced that 35 
percent of vacancies in police and other government jobs will be filled by 
women. 
 Madhya Pradesh was the first state to introduce 50 per cent 
reservation for women in elections to panchayats and urban bodies. It also 
has a 30 per cent reservation for women in the police. The state also offers 
concessional tariffs for registry of property in case it is in a woman’s name.  
 In Madhya Pradesh, out of a total of 5.6 crore electors, 2.72 crore 
are female voters.

 As Sri Lanka’s tourism industry moves towards revival, Indian tourist 
arrivals have reached a crucial milestone. In the first nine months this year, 
over 2 lakh Indian Tourists have reached Sri Lanka. This accounts for 
around 20 per cent of all tourists reaching the island nation.

WB-FLOOD SITUATION 
 After the deluge in Sikkim, the flood situation has started worsening 
in different pockets of northern West Bengal with the worst affected being 
Darjeeling and Kalimpong in the hills and Jalpaiguri and Alipurduar in the 
plains of Terai and Dooars regions. 
 The situation was reported to be critical in three other districts in 
north Bengal, namely North Dinajpur, South Dinajpur and Cooch Behar 
districts, as the Teesta River started swelling following flash floods in the 
hills of neighbouring Sikkim.Three floating bodies, including that of a 
woman, have been recovered at Gajoldoba area in Jalpaiguri district since 
last night.  The administration was not sure whether the bodies were that 
of a local area or had been carried by flowing flood-water from the hills. 
 Flood situation at Gajoldoba worsened as the lock-gates of the 
barrage there had to be opened to release the heavy rush of water. 
Various parts of Darjeeling and Kalimpong districts in the hills of north 
Bengal have been totally disconnected from the mainland following the 
alarming flood-situation. The rescue team have so far rescued over 5,000 
persons from these pockets. 
 West Bengal Governor C.V. Ananda Bose reached North Bengal to 
review the flood situation there this morning.Curtailing his programmes 
outside the state, he reached the Bagdogra Airport near Siliguri in North 
Bengal and from the airport he directly went to the different flood- affected 
spots. While speaking to the media persons, the Governor also reacted to 
the comments from the state irrigation Minister Partha Bhowmik where the 
latter described the Governor as a “tourist” to north Bengal. West 
Bengal Governor CV Ananda Bose today said, the ecology is being 
destroyed in the name of development, and maintained that specific 
studies need to be undertaken to mitigate disasters like the one that struck 
Sikkim.

Lee Zii Zia to enter the semifinals.

Countries including, UAE, Australia, Japan, 
Spain, Chile, along with 75 other member states and observers have 
asked the Taliban to respect women's and girls' rights based on the 
Taliban values and international human rights. They further urged the 
Taliban to ensure full, equal and meaningful participation of women 
and girls in public and political life of Afghanistan. Since coming to 
power in Afghanistan in 2021, Taliban authorities have closed most 
girls' high schools, barred women from university, stopped many 
female Afghan aid staff from working and even barred them from 
visiting restaurants with gardens.

 In the opening match of the ICC ODI world cup, defending 
champion England scored 282 runs for the loss of nine wickets in the 
stipulated 50 overs against New Zealand at Motera in Ahemdabad. 

For 
England, Joe Root scored 77 runs while captain Jos Buttler added 43 
runs to take his team to a fighting total despite loosing wickets at 
regular interval.
