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EVE SIKKIM FLOOD

In Sikkim, Minister of State for Home Affairs Ajay Kumar Mishra
visited the flash flood affected areas in Naga under Mangan district
today. He assured relief and aid to the affected people highlighting the
need to prioritise relief and rescue of the people stranded in the cut off
areas. He said that the Prime Minister Narendra Modi is constantly
monitoring the situation.

Chief Minister Prem Singh Tamang also visited the affected areas
near Phidang bridge, Dikchu and interacted with the public and assured
them all the aid and support.

Commending the efforts of the locals for the construction of a zip
line for transportation of commodities, he urged them to continue
working together. It may be mentioned that Dzongu has been
completely cut off due to the recent disaster as the two bridges
connecting Dzongu in Phidang and Sangklang have been completely
washed away.

On the other side, a temporary bamboo bridge has been
constructed at Chungthang connecting it to Pegong. The bridge will
enable transportation of stranded tourists and local people to the other
side from Chungthang. The Army is also constructing another bridge.

According to Sikkim State Disaster Management Authority
(SSDMA) death toll from flash floods has gone up to 33 including 9
Army personnel. 105 people are still missing. 2563 people have been
rescued so far and around 6847 persons have taken shelter in 28 relief
camps. A total of 1320 houses were severely damaged.

CBI -BENGAL MINISTER

The Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) raid is underway at
Bengal Minister Firhad Hakim’s residence over civic body recruitment
scam.

Earlier, the Enforcement Directorate (ED) officials raided the
house of West Bengal Food and Supplies Minister Rathin Ghosh in
connection with the alleged corruption. The Minister's house in Peary
Mohan Roy Road, Chetla is currently surrounded by a dozen CRPF
personnel. According to a CBI official , the raid is being conducted in
connection with illegal municipal recruitment in Group C and Group D
posts which is being probed as per the Court’s order. The Calcutta High
Court had directed the CBI to carry out a court-monitored probe into
the alleged corruption across West Bengal.

CONGRESS: Congress Screaning Committee today met in New Delhi and
discussed on final list of candidates for Telangana Assembly elections.
The party is likely to announce its first list by 15™ of this month.
Meanwhile, some aspiring candidates held protests at Congress War
Room where the meeting is going on. They demanded tickets to those
who are participated in Telangana movement. Some students from
Osmania University also held dharna for allotment of tickets. On the
other side, State BJP also busy at finalising their candidates. The party is




likely to release their first list on 15" or 16™ of this month, according to
sources.

CHANDRABABU: Tomorrow is set to be a crucial day for TDP Chief
Chandrababu as the Supreme Court, High Court, and Vijayawada ACB
Court will be hearing and giving judgements on his petitions. The
judgments on his petitions in the High Court regarding anticipatory bail
in the Angallu and Inner Ring Road alignment change case, as well as in
the AP Fiber Grid case, will be delivered. In addition, the Supreme Court
will hold a hearing on the special leave petition filed by Chandrababu in
the skill development case.
