Reserve Bank of India has extended the last date to exchange the 2,000 rupee denomination bank 

notes to October 7. In its statement, RBI said that the period specified for the withdrawal process 

has come to an end, and based on a review, it has been decided to extend the current arrangement 

for the deposit or exchange of  2000 rupee banknotes until October 07, 2023. The Bank had on 

May announced the withdrawal of its highest value currency note, 2,000 rupee from circulation, 

adding that the notes will continue to be legal tender. 

 

MARATHON 

The Tawang Marathon, a mega sporting event jointly organised by the Indian Army and the 

Arunachal Pradesh State government was held successfully at Tawang yesterday. The event, a 

first of its kind in the entire Northeast, saw enthusiastic participation by the locals and runners 

from all over the country. Overall runners from 25 states participated in four race categories i.e.
